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Front Park  
Reconnecting to the Neighborhood

Designed by Frederick Law Olmsted, Sr. in the 1870s, Front 
Park is a treasured landmark of  Buffalo. Eighty years 
ago, the introduction of  Baird Drive severed the park from 
the neighborhood and cut off  the original entrance in its 
northwest corner. The project will remove Baird Drive and 
the ramp leading to the plaza, returning 2.74 acres to Front 
Park and allowing the possibility of  re-creating the historic 
northwest entrance in the future. It also will lower the ramp 
along the park’s southern edge, making cars and trucks less 
visible and replacing views of  buildings with greenery. The 
result will be a historically appropriate—as well as safer and 
more accessible—Front Park.
